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This course on international children's cinema--including family film, short films, and documentaries--offers insights into film as a global medium in children's culture that both reflects dominant cultural assumptions about childhood and caters to and shapes children's cognitive, emotional and aesthetic needs. The course encourages students to explore various research approaches to film for young audiences and introduces students to film education. For their assignments, students will be asked to prepare discussions of selected films  and interview international children's culture scholars about their experience with children's film.
