Natural language processing course
This course provides an introduction to the interdisciplinary field of psycholinguistics, with a focus on the relationship between language and the brain. It examines how language is understood, processed, and produced, and introduces central research questions in the study of language.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The course covers the formulation of research questions and presents key experimental methods used in language research. Practical components include designing an experiment and presenting a research project. Knowledge of Polish will be most welcome, as some parts of the experimental work may focus on Polish, but it is not required to take part in the course.
The course aims to develop both theoretical knowledge and practical research skills. Students will learn to use specialist terminology, critically engage with scientific literature, and present their arguments in written and oral form.
